Purpose
At its meeting on 5th July, 2017, the Community and Housing Services Committee agreed to appoint six members to Fife Sports and Leisure Trust (FSLT).  At its meeting on 4th July, 2017, the Environment, Protective and Community Safety Committee agreed to appoint two members to the Fife Violence Against Women Partnership (FVAWP).  Due to a change in circumstances, Councillor Neil Crooks requires to be replaced on FSLT and Councillor Kate Stewart requires to be replaced on FVAWP. 

The Committee remit has changed since 2017, and as a result, appointments to Fife Violence Against Women Partnership will be made by the Community and Housing Services Committee.  

Recommendation

The Committee is asked to agree to the following nominated members as replacement appointees:-
(a) Councillor Brian Thomson to replace Councillor Neil Crooks on the Fife Sports and Leisure Trust; and 
(b) Councillor Sharon Green-Wilson to replace Councillor Kate Stewart on the Fife Violence against Women Partnership.
