DECISION NOTICE

Fife Council received a request to change the use of an area of Common Good property from Education Services.  The Council undertook a consultation under Section 104 of the Community Empowerment (Scotland) Act 2015.  

Community Asset Transfer Request:

A request was made by Education to use the pavilion and grounds as a base from which to operate an outside early learning provision.  There is a requirement for additional capacity for 3 and 4 year olds within the Kirkcaldy area.  The pavilion would provide a facility for initially 16 children over a term time provision 9am until 3pm for 39 weeks per year.

A consultation was carried out in terms of section 104 of the Community Empowerment (Scotland) Act 2015 with a closing date of 12 March 2021. No representations were received.
