DECISION NOTICE

Fife Council received a request for a lease and change of use of an area of Common Good property from Fife Council Estates.  The Council undertook a consultation under Section 104 of the Community Empowerment (Scotland) Act 2015.  

Community Asset Transfer Request:

A request was made by Fife Council Estates to lease an area on Craigholm Lane to Openreach. They have requested a 25 year lease of two small plots for an existing DSLAM box and a new DSLAM box. A DSLAM box is a Digital Subscriber Line Access Multiplexer and is a network distribution device. This DSLAM box will provide better internet access for household in the proposed area and it will bring revenue to the common good fund for Burntisland.
Consultation

A consultation was carried out in terms of section 104 of the Community Empowerment (Scotland) Act 2015 with a closing date of 19 March 2021. No representations were received.
